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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to identify factors influencing sexual risk
behaviors among female students at vocational schools in Bangkok. A total of 368 female
adolescents between 15-18 years old were selected by using a multiple stage sampling. Data
were collected through self-administered questionnaires. Data were analyzed by descriptive
statistics, including percentages, mean, standard deviation, and Multiple Logistic regression.

The results revealed that 76.6% of the sample report having lower sexual risk
behaviors 23.4% having higher sexual risk behaviors. The factors with statistical
significance (p-value<0.05) associated with sexual risk behaviors consisted of class, GPA,
family relationship, and accessibility of sexual risk behaviors. When the significantly
associated variables were analyzed by Multiple Logistic regression analysis, the results
showed the factors that predict sexual risk behavior are class (Adjusted OR=8.085
(95%CI=3.270-19.989)), GPA (Adjusted OR=4.646 (95%CI=1.896-11.386)), Accessibility
on Sexual risk behaviors (Adjusted OR=1.176 (95%CI=1.066-1.297))

Finding from this study recommends that among students with higher sexual
risk behaviors, School should promote a preventive sexual risk behaviors program. In
addition, a Society should be created for promotion of media campaigns for the prevention
of sexual risk behaviors.
