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ABSTRACT

The objective of this investigation was to develop model musicianship and
educatorship standards for Thailand’s music educators. The lists of musicianship and
educatorship standards were created by means of documentary research and content analysis.
The lists were then verified for their appropriateness by 23 specialists in Thai music, Western
music and music education. The empirical research was utilized and the index of item-
objective congruence (I0C) at a cut-off score of .70 was applied.

A public hearing via questionnaire, to verify the lists, was carried out, and
involved music instructors in 17 tertiary institutions. A total of 108 sets of questionnaires were
sent out, with 86 (80%) being returned. The SPSS.PC 17 Program was used to analyze the
data, yielding 27 lists with 240 items. The mean of each item must be 3.5 and over in order to
meet the criteria, with an average mean of 4.23 and a standard deviation of .69. The findings
were as follows.

Musicianship standards: 1) a knowledge of why music is made. (¥ =4.40, S.D.=
.52), with four items, 2) the knowledge of when and where music is made (¥=4.16 , S.D. =
.51), with five items, 3) who makes, responds to, studies, and teaches music (** = 4.30, S.D. =
.54), with four items, 4) what the music consists of in terms of the mediums of expression (¥ =
4.40, S.D. = .48), with four items, 5) what the music consists of in terms of the elements of
music (¥ = 4.36, S.D. = .58), with four items, 6) what the music consists of in terms of the
structures and forms (¥ = 4.27, S.D. = .53), with four items, 7) what the music consists of in
terms of the organizing principles (** = 4.13, S.D. = .62), with three items, and 8) the
integration of music with other disciplines (¥ = 4.28, S.D. = .71), with three items.

Musicianship standards: 1.2 Musical skills consisting of 1) singing (* = 4.15,
S.D. = .62), with twelve items, 2) playing (¥ = 4.30, S.D. = .54), with twelve items, 3)
conducting (¥ = 3.92, S.D. = .69), with five items, 4) accompaniments (¥ = 4.11, S.D. = .86),
with two items, 5) creating (* = 4.12, S.D. = .63), with four items, 6) composing (** = 4.04 ,
S.D. = .62), with four items, 7) improvising (¥ = 4.05, S.D. = .64), with four items, 8)
arranging (¥ = 4.03, S.D. = .76), with three items, 9) listening to, analyzing and describing
(¥=4.21, S.D. = .53), with eleven items, 10) moving (* =4.25, S.D. = .65), with three items,
11) evaluating the music and the performances (¥ = 4.27, S.D. = .65), with eight items, and
finally 12) sight reading, sight singing and notating music (* = 4.28,S.D. = .68), with three
items.

Educatorship standards: consisting of the 1) philosophy of music education and
basic music curricula (*= 4.25, S.D. = .58), with twelve items, 2) knowledge of
students/learners (¥ = 4.30, S.D. = .65), with ten items, 3) instruction/teaching and learning
(¥ = 4.28, S.D. = .55), with 55 items, 4) classroom management and the learning environment
(** = 4.36,S.D. = .60), with ten items, 5) assessments (¥ = 4.20, S.D. =.73), with 34 items, 6)
teamwork and collaboration (* = 4.23, S.D. = .60), with seven items, and 7) teachership,
professional growth and development (* = 4.28, S.D. = .54), with ten items.
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
