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ABSTRACT

This cross-sectional study aimed to assess quality of life of stroke patients
in Langsuan District, Chumphon Province and its related factors. The sample
consisted of 90 respondents. Data were collected using an interview form and quality
of life was assessed using the SF-36 rating scale. Descriptive statistics, one- way
ANOVA, Pearson product- moment correlation, and backward multiple regression
were applied for the analysis.

The results showed that 51.2% of stroke patients had an overall quality of
life at a moderate level, while 32.1% were at a low level. One- way ANOVA showed
age, working status, status in the family, ability to perform daily living activities, and
perceived capability of care giver were statistically related to quality of life. Backward
multiple regression showed that the ability to perform daily living activities, and
perceived capability of care giver had a positive relationship to quality of life while
social support from health professional had a negative relationship to quality of life.
These variables could explain the variation, 55.6 % ( R?=0.556) of the quality of life
among stroke patients .It is recommended that strengthening the capability of care

givers should be encouraged.
