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ABSTRACT

The study on Soldiers and Civilians: Trajectory to Discipline and Resistance was
conducted by the ethnographic approach, that is; the Researcher has embedded as a conscript
to learn the culture and life encouraging the draftees to express their feelings and behaviors. 1)
This research aimed at studying the principle of governmentality in the group of draftees.2)
This research also aimed at studying the disciplined organization method for disciplined body
in type of internal locus of control among draftees. 3) The third aim of this research was to
study the patterns of resistance to the discipline handling the draftees’ body.

Which found that the governmentality occurred because each soldier accepted a
set of knowledge to his disciplined body, and bowed to the practice without any conditions or
negotiations as he has believed or accepted in order to explain that when an individual accepts
anything and bows to his body with/without doubts it becomes his professional habit; this
power would run always although it may or may not be controlled. This shows that self-
power, actually, could be governed by oneself. It’s practice for practice. Power may have the
origin and disappears eventually. Power exists everywhere, but we may see the functioning of
power in some social contexts. It was found that the discipline in draftees depended on
separation, blockage, control and positioning between space and time appropriately. The daily
drill schedule is the key that forces all soldiers to adhere to the norm. The set of military
knowledge is transferred by drills under the discourse, power, and neat concealment. It was
found that the force and control form a new body replacing an old one pressed to become an
object only. As a result, all types of resistance become void.

It may be said that the military drill for warfare comes to the end in the same time
of establishing a “new body” that is disciplined and ready for use. This “new body” becomes
the bio-asset and cost, which represents the economic and social management. However, the
discipline could be seen in some positions of social institutions. It is the creation wishing to
occupy, produce, and expand the discourse and power. The military discipline indicates that
they are soldiers; so they must adhere to the discipline.
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
