CHIANGKHAN’S CULTURAL LANDSCAPE AND THE CHANGING PATTERNS OF LAND
AND WATER USES
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ABSTRACT

This is a qualitative research of the application and integration of knowledge from
several perspectives; landscape study, cultural landscape, and development discourse. The aim of
this study is to acquire a better understanding of how people in Chiangkhan District used land and
water resources in economic dimension which affect the town's cultural landscape, the refection of
life and relationship of people in Chaingkhan.

The study found that the change in the usage of resources, which affected the town
cultural landscape is mainly the result of four factors: (1) the government's policy in encouraging
local farmer to grow economic crops, (2) the change of regime in Laos in 1975, (3) the approach to
solving of riverside erosion problem along Mekong River in 2003, and (4) the town advancments
in tourism in 2009. These prementioned factors reflect how life and relationship between people in
area shifted towards individualism. Not yet strongly affect by development, however, the dynamic
of local communities in Chiangkhan has been to adapt to each waves of development. Also, the
expression of opposition to development issue was, so far, mostly limited to voiced criticisms, and
to promote ad hoc community activities. The changes reflect the people’s perspective on viewing
the local community, in the context of mainstream capitalistic development concepts, as a
collective intelligence with diversity. This concept is also associate with individual resources
readiness, and each group’s potential to adapt, which was dealt with differently by each group.
Nevertheless, the common ground in every adaptation is to generate wealth by providing additional
access to benefits. The ideology is the result of the realization that all individuals have rights to

satisfy their desires.
