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SELF - ESTEEM BETWEEN STUDENTS WITH HEARING IMPAIRMENT AND HEARING
STUDENTS.
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research are to study the self-esteem level and the factors
related to the self-esteem of 167 B.A. students in Deaf Studies at Ratchasuda College,
Mahidol University; 46 hearing impaired students were chosen by systematic sampling
and 46 hearing students were chosen by simple random sampling. The questionnaire used
for this research is the self-esteem evaluation of Rosenberg (1965), Thai version
(Rosenberg Self-Esteem Scale : RSES-Thai Version). The researcher recorded a video
using Thai sign language for the questionnaire.

The results of this research showed that the self-esteem level of the students
with hearing impairment was significantly lower than hearing students (p < 0.01).
The self-esteem levels were not significantly different between male and female students
or students with different academic achievement levels in both groups. Though the self-
esteem levels were not significantly different among hearing impaired students with
different family economic status, they were significantly different in the hearing students
group at the level of 0.05 (p = 0.014).

The results of this study provide useful information to support counseling
services for students with hearing impairment and their families to help them understand

themselves and be able to cope with and enjoy university life.
