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ABSTRACT 

The purpose of this study was to determine the relative contribution of personal 

factors (history of child abuse, substance abuse, age at having first sexual intercourse, number of 

partners), and social support regarding intimate partner violence among pregnant adolescents. 

The sample comprised of 151 pregnant adolescents in antenatal clinics in 4 hospitals in 

Phitsanulok, Kamphaengphet and Tak Provinces. The instuments used to collect data include the 

Demographic Data Questionnaire, Pregnancy and Delivery Data Record, the Abuse Assessment 

Screen, and a Multidimentional Scale of Perceived Social Support. Data were analyzed by 

descriptive statistics including percentage, mean, standard deviation and logistic regression. 

The results reveal that history of child abuse, substance abuse, age at having first 

sexual intercourse, number of partners and social support can explain 14.1% of variance in 

intimate partner violence (R2 = 0.141, p < .05) among pregnant adolescents. Substance 

abuse can predict intimate partner violence about 2.628 occasions and social support can predict 

0.958 occasions.

The results suggest that nurses should screen for substance abuse and social 

support in all pregnant adolescents in order to study intimate partner violence. 
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
