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ABSTRACT

This study has three objectives. The first one is to compare the behavior of
violence occurring in Bangkok and Nakhorn Sawan. The second one is to examine
factors affecting violence among school teenagers. Lastly, to factors affecting self-
esteermn on violence of teenagers were analyzed. The quantitative approach is deployed
by using data from “The project of media used for mental health improvement among
students and parents” conducted by the Institute for Population and Social Research,
Mahidol University in 2011. The sample is 1,204 students aged between 13-18 years
old

The result shows that female students tend to express violence more than
male students. The lower-secondary-school teenagers are less likely to express violence
when compared to the upper-secondary-school teenagers. Students in Bangkok are more
likely to express violent behaviors than students in Nakhorn Sawan. Teenagers who
have poor relationships with friends, considered as a social factor, are more likely to
express violence than those with better relationships. Teenagers having more unruly
behaviors tend to express violence. Teenagers who have poor concentration are more
likely to express violence than normal teenagers. Teenagers with better mental condition
are less likely to express violence than those who have poorer mental condition.
However, family factors and self-esteem do not affect the expression to violence.

Recommendations based on the results of this study are media controls that
affect adolescent behaviors, adding coursework in school about value and gender roles,
increasing school activities beyond academic matters, alcohol controls, educating
parents on how to deal with children with hyperactivity, and providing more agencies
for counseling to young people.
