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ABTRACT

This research aimed to study the behavior pattern and coping strategies of
students affected by cyberbullying in an upper elementary school. The study was both a
quantitative and qualitative research using a questionnaire to survey the internet usage among
200 students of grade 4-6 of a Bangkok municipal school, to find the students’ experiences on
cyberbullying. The qualitative methodology was used in interviews. Only students who had
experienced cyberbullying were divided into four categories: the perpetrators, the victims, the
supporters, and the observers.

The study found five children who experienced cyberbullying and proceeded to
the in-depth interviews with all of them as victims. The forms of bullying they encountered
were: 1. after forgetting to logout from Facebook, they were subrogated to do various things
such as posting sex and pornography, condemning others, abusing friends and relatives and 2.
posting nude photos on the victim’s Facebook wall. The perpetrators usually were older
students and even relatives with dissension. The study also revealed that 1) when faced with
problems, children tended to cope with the problem by using the simplest temporal
resolutions, were not the best, 2) good relationships between family members and personal
school help solve the problem effectively, 3) some victims wanted to revenge, but they chose
not to because the situation at that time was not appropriate.4) The victims mentioned that the

cyberbullying experiences did not affect their studying at school
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
