FACTORS PREDICTING PEDIATRIC NURSES’ PRACTICES OF FAMILY-
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ABSTRACT

Professional nurses are important personnel who integrate family-centered care
into practice. The purpose of this study was to explore predictive power of such nursing
factors as the nurses’ age, experience in pediatric nursing, types of wards and the perceptions
of necessary elements of family-centered care on pediatric nurses’ practices of family-centered
care. The sample consisted of 159 registered nurses from the pediatric nursing division, in a
hospital. Data were collected through a general information questionnaire and the Family-
centered Care Questionnaire. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, Pearson’s
product moment correlation coefficient and multiple regression analysis.

The analysis indicated very high correlation between nurses’ age and
experience in pediatric nursing (r = .94, p < .001); thus, the nurse’s age was excluded
from further analysis.The results of this study revealed that all independent variables
including experience in pediatric nursing, types of wards, and perceptions of necessary
elements of family-centered care could account for 17% of the variance explained in
the family-centered care practices of pediatric nurses (R*=.17, F= 10.58, p<.001).
However, the perceptions of necessary elements of family-centered care was the only
significant predictor (= .38,t = 5.16, p<.001).

Based on the findings, the concept of family-centered care is suggested to
be included in the undergraduate nursing curriculums used in the country.In addition,
in-service training on family-centered care should be provided consistently for
pediatric nurses so that the perceptions of necessity to practice family-centered care
would be developed to lead their practice.
