ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study the teaching at basic music theory with four
recorder traditional songs to grade 4 students at Arunothai school, Suratthani in
Thailand. The purposes of this research were to develop an instructional model for
teaching basic music theory with four recorder traditional songs to grade 4 students
and to find the effectiveness of this instructional model using One Group Pretest
Posttest Design.

The result theory signified that the efficiency of the instructional model
was higher than the 80/80 standard criterion (89.98/80.10). It is thus indicated that the
instructional model for teaching basic music theory, with four recorder traditional

songs could be used for the effective development of the writing skill.
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
