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ABSTRACT 
 This research is quasi- experimental research which aimed to develop 
Nursing Record Forms for the in-patient department at the Hospital for Tropical 
Diseases that are Nursing Care Plan Record Forms and Progress Note Record Forms 
for 4 wards. Data collection tools were nursing record form satisfaction 
questionnaires. There were 2 sample groups, nursing administrators and professional 
nurses.  The Statistics that were used to compare the difference in satisfaction was the 
Wilcoxon Matched Signed Ranks test. 
 The results revealed that all of nursing administrators and professional 
nurses were more satisfied with the newly-developed Nursing Record Forms than the 
existing one.  Nursing administrators were highly satisfied with the Progress Note 
Record Form and Nursing Care Plan Record Form.  Professional nurses were highly 
satisfied with the Progress Note Record Form and moderately satisfied with the 
Nursing Care Plan Record Form. 
 When the satisfaction of professional nurses with the newly-developed 
Nursing Record Forms  was compared with their satisfaction with the existing forms 
in each aspect and in the overall picture, it was found  that it was significantly 
different (p-value  0.05). When the overall picture of satisfaction of nursing 
administrators was compared, it revealed that nursing administrators’ satisfaction with 
the newly-developed Nursing Record Forms and their satisfaction with the existing 
forms were significantly different (p-value  0.05). 
 According to the results, nursing administrators should promote learning 
and develop human resources, review the format and manuals all the time.  Recording 
rules should be updated and should be appropriate to the situation.   
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
