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ABSTRACT 
 This study was a descriptive research. The purpose was to assess flood 
preparedness of district health offices in regional health 1, 2 and 3 of Thailand. The 
sample was 155 offices responsible for flood preparedness. Data was collected by 
questionnaire and analyzed using descriptive statistics and statistical analysis done 
through percentage, average, standard deviation, t-test and Pearson's correlation 
coefficient. The level of statistical significance was at 0.05. 
 The results showed that the flood preparedness of the district health offices 
were good (76.13%). Environment organization including the registered population in 
the area of responsibility, the risk of flooding, officials of the District Health Office 
and agency network in coordination were different with an average score of (p >0.05 ). 
Flood preparedness of the District Health Office was not different. Flooding experiences 
and preparedness in the regional health offices were different with a statistically 
significance of (p <0.025). Knowledge of flood preparedness and perceptions of 
preparedness for floods were not related to the preparedness of floods (p> 0.05). 
Participation in the preparedness of flooding was related with the preparedness of 
flood (r = 0.238,. p <0.003) 
 It was recommended that there should be exchanges of experience between 
areas that have experienced flooding and the area with very little experience. In order 
to approach or to prepare for a great flood, agencies of the Department of regional 
activities showed promote the participation of networks from various agencies in the 
area on flood preparedness.
