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ABSTRACT

Human trafficking is one of the main problems becoming worldwide due to its
nature that directly violates human rights degrading human dignity,affecting socio-economic
conditions and depriving the world of a peaceful existence of communities. Thailand is often
used as a transit and destination country for many human trafficker victims because of its
prime geographic location with the border adjacent to the neighboring countries by land, river
and sea. This factor enhances the illegal migrants entering the country become prone to forced
fishery labor. The purpose of this research was to study the preventive measures against
human trafficking in forced fishery work. The sample comprised 12 state officers and 12
officers from private sectors including. Fishing Association Representative, entrepreneurs and
owners of fishing vessels in Samutsakhon, Rayong and Songkla. This quantitative study
involved the Documentary research and In-depth interview with the key informants, using
non-structured questionnaire of unlimited answers as the tools for collecting data. The
findings suggested the preventive measures on Human trafficking from forced fishery labors
as follows: 1) The establishment of a Central Agency to oversee problems as well as being
the channel to distribute news and publicity materials to educate the public and other targeted
groups, 2) prosecution of those involved law enforcement in setting up measures to confiscate
the acquired assets or interests from human trafficking, a the legal amendment on heavier
penalties for those caught violating the Anti-Human Trafficking Act, prohibiting arrival and
departure to and from the Kingdom of Thailand third parties involved, the appointment of the
Committee for Prosecution and Law Enforcement, 3)victim protection, such as arranging for
assistance program for specific victim, establishing the Human Trafficking Victims Welfare
Center, particularly for the coastal provinces and the country of origin, extending interview
period on the person of interest and potential victim of human trafficking 4) establishing
policies and mechanisms leading to the practice, such as systematical migrant labors
management and follow-up with all procedures in Memorandum of Understanding and 5)
collaborating with other sectors such as coordination between the state and private sectors at
the local and international levels. Recommendations made to the private sector as follows: 1)
preventive measures such were as arranging activities, training the entrepreneurs, owners of
fishing vessels and crews 2) encouraging the private sector to take part in establishing Human
Trafficking Welfare Protection Center and 3) setting up the collaborative measures for all
sectors to drive and push for Memorandum of Understanding at all levels to prevent and assist
in finding solution to problems , including the preparation of the standard for Thai fishery
workers.
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
