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ABSTRACT

The research was a cross-sectional survey whose purpose was to examine the
factors related to cyberbullying behaviors among middle school students, applying the
concepts of the Theory of Planned Behavior (TPB). Questionnaires were used in collecting
data targeting 354 students of Grade 7-9 of six secondary schools in Bangkok. Data was
analyzed by Chi-square, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient and multiple
regression analysis to predict cyberbullying behaviors. The results revealed that the
participants experienced cyberbullying as victims (44.6%), perpetrators (33.1%) and
bystanders (67.8%). Multiple Regression showed that positive attitude towards cyberbullying
(A), subjective norm towards cyberbullying (SN) and social network using via Twitter and
Myspace could predict intention to commit cyberbullying as effective as of 53.7%. Moreover,
A, SN, social network using via Myspace, time of internet using (4-5 hours/day) and intention
to commit cyberbullying could predict being the perpetrators as effective as 67.9%. This
finding suggested that attitude towards cyberbullying, subjective norm and social network
using oriented interventions could successfully address cyberbullying behaviors among the

adolescents.
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
