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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to examine the effect of music therapy on
social skills of an 8-year-old neglected child. The procedure employed the A-B-A-B
design combined with the qualitative single-case design. The experiment was
organized as two periods including baseline sessions (A) and music therapy sessions
(B). The Individualized Music Therapy Assessment (IMTAP) for social domain and
narrative observation form were used as research instruments to collect and assess the
social behaviors of the participant. The results of participant’s social skills were
illustrated using the visual inspection and narrative case study.

The result showed that the scores of social skills in baseline sessions (Al)
were lower than the scores of music therapy session (Bl). After withdrawal
interventions, the scores went lower apparently again in the baseline sessions (A2).
However, the scores increased again after providing the music interventions in music
therapy session (B2). In summary, the results proved that music therapy enhanced the

social skills of the neglected child efficiently.
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
