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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this cross-sectional study was to examine the prevalence of bullying
behaviours among senior high school students and their associated factors. The sample was 344
students from secondary educational service area officel in Bangkok. A self-administered
questionnaire was used to collect data. Descriptive and inferential statistic; chi-square test and
odd ratio were used to analyze data. The result showed different prevalence of each bullying
type. Verbal bullying had the highest prevalence at 82.3% followed by cyber-bullying, relational
bullying and physical bullying at 38.2, 34.7 and 28.2% respectively. Factors associated with each
bullying type were as follows. 1) There were 5 factors associated with verbal bullying including
family bullying role model, friend bullying role model, teacher bullying role model, TV media
bullying role model and online media bullying role model. 2)There were 6 factors associated
with cyber-bullying; weekly time spent on social network, family bullying role model, friend
bullying role model, teacher bullying role model, TV media bullying role model and online
media bullying role model. 3) There were 7 factors associated with relational bullying, these
included; age, level of education, weekly time spent on social network, family bullying role
model, friend bullying role model, teacher bullying role model and TV media bullying role
model. 4) There were 5 factors associated with physical bullying, these were; age, level of
education, family bullying role model, friend bullying role model, and teacher bullying role
model. The study findings lead to the suggestion that schools should focus on bullying
surveillance in risk groups and promote positive role model both at school and home, producing

media and distributing through online channels, could be useful in reducing the problem.
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
