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ABSTRACT

This study was a descriptive correlational research which aimed to study
the factors related to the readiness of caregivers towards stroke patients with urinary
incontinence. The conceptual framework of Transition Theory was used to guide this
study. The population of the study consisted of 90 caregivers of stroke patients with
urinary incontinence, who were aged 18 years old or older. Data collection took place
at the inpatient medical ward, surgery ward and rehabilitation ward at Siriraj Hospital
and Nakhon Pathom Hospital. Data collection was from October, 2014 to May, 2015.
Data were then analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
Pearson’s product-moment correlation.

The study findings showed that the caregiver’s readiness towards stroke
patients with urinary incontinence was at a moderate level (Mean = 20.97, SD= 5.95).
Caregivers had a poor knowledge of urinary incontinence (Mean = 11.76, SD= 5.67),
and had a moderate level of social support (Mean = 3587, SD= 1157). Caregiver’s
health status was at a high level (Mean= 40.76, SD= 7.25). The study findings
revealed that there was a statistically significant positive correlation between
knowledge, social support, caregiver’s health status and readiness of caregivers
towards stroke patients with urinary incontinence (r = .21, p <.05), (r=.28,r=.28; p
< .01 respectively)  Based on the findings of this study, Nurses should be assessed
about knowledge, social support and caregiver’s health status towards stroke patients
with urinary incontinence , in order to help caregiver’s readiness for caring for stroke
patients with urinary incontinence
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
