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ABSTRACT 
The present study was a descriptive study aimed at investigating the 

predictive power of knowledge about contraception, postpartum depression, domestic 
violence, and social support on long-acting reversible contraception use in postpartum 
adolescent mothers receiving contraception at Siriraj Hospital. The participants 
consisted of 96 postpartum adolescent mothers. Six instruments were used to collect 
data, including; the demographic characteristics questionnaire, the knowledge about 
contraception questionnaire, the The Center for Epidemiologic Studies Depression 
Scale, the Abuse Assessment Screen, the Multidimensional Scale of Perceived Social 
Support, and a postpartum contraception use questionnaire. Percentage, mean, 
standard deviation and logistic regression analysis were used to analyze data. The 
finding revealed that knowledge about contraception, postpartum depression, domestic 
violence, and social support could not predict long-acting reversible contraception use 
in the postpartum adolescent mothers (p > 0.05). The results also revealed that 72.9% 
of the participants used contraceptive implants due to receiving suggestions and 
support from health care team both pre and post – natal. Therefore, further study 
should follow the long-acting reversible contraception use in postpartum adolescent 
mothers while they are in postpartum ward. 
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
