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ABSTRACT

The aim of this research was to study the relationships between basic
condition factors, mutuality, rewards of caregiving and quality of life of family
caregivers caring for older persons with cerebrovascular disease. This research used
the Family Care Model of Archbold and Stewart and the sample was 100 caregivers
caring for older persons with cerebrovascular disease receiving treatment at
Ratchaburi Hospital. Data was collected by questionnaires and analysed by Fisher s
Exact Test and Eta’s statistical analysis and Spearman’s correlation coefficient.

The research findings showed that the mutuality relationship between
older persons with cerebrovascular disease and caregivers was positivety related to the
quality of life and statistically significant at 0.05 (r = .287) level. There were no
relationships between some basic condition factors rewards of cargiving and
caregivers quality of life.

The findings suggest that there should be an evaluation of the mutual
relationships for the nursing care plan to promote the quality of life of family

caregivers who care for older persons with cerebrovascular disease.
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
