ABSTRACT

The aim of this research was to study the mental health problems through
self and family factors of grade 4™ - 6™ students with different academic achievement
in Bangkok metropolitan schools.

The cross-sectional descriptive research design, multi-stage sampling and
systematic random sampling were used in this study. Participants were divided into 2
groups; a high academic achievement group and a low academic achievement group.
T-test and Chi-square Statistics were used to analyze the data.

The results showed that students who were in the low academic achievement
group had the results in spelling ability and understanding the sentences lower than the
students in the high academic achievement group. Sex factor had a correlation with
resisting behavior from student evaluation form, ADHD and spelling ability. As for
people who the child lived with, this factor had a correlation with resisting behavior
from parent evaluation form. Education of parent factor had a correlation with child’s
Autism. Moreover, parents’ marital status and father’s occupation had a correlation
with mathematic ability.

Furthermore, the results also found that students who were in the high
academic achievement group, sex had a correlation with resisting behavior from student
evaluation form and spelling ability. As for parents’ marital status, it had a correlation
with Autism and ADHD. Other than that, father’s occupation had a correlation with
ADHD.

In sum, sex and parents’ marital status factors had correlations with mental
health in students in both low and high academic achievement groups more than other
factors.
