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ABSTRACT 

The purposes of this research were to study the relationship among selected 

factors and student motivation in the learning of English as well as factors affecting 

motivation in the learning of English by students in schools under Ratchaburi Primary 

Educational Service Area Office II in order to develop a curriculum and instruction model 

of English for schools in Thailand as well as build motivation in the learning of English 

basic lessons. This was a quantitative research that collected data through a survey of 373 

students from primary schools in. The data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, 

Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient, and Multiple Regression Analysis. The 

research findings indicated that learner factors, school factors, and parental factors, affected 

motivation in learning English at moderate and high levels and that learner factors and 

school factors were significantly predictive while parental factors were predictive but not 

statistically significant. For the study of motivation in English learning, the research findings 

indicated that intrinsic motivation was at moderate level whereas extrinsic motivation was at 

a high level. Based on these findings, this research provides useful information on the 

effective English learning by students and promotes motivation in the learning of English 

that could be beneficial to students, teachers, schools, and parents. 
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
