ABSTRACT 

The research investigated experience in infertility and the usage of reproductive 

technology among Thai Women. Qualitative methodological approach, particularly phenomenological 

approach, was implemented in research design. Observation, informal conversation, and in-depth 

interview were used as research instruments to collect primary data from twelve Thai women who 

experienced in infertility and access of reproductive technology. In addition, data collection was 

conducted at the fertility center, Siriraj hospital.     

Research results found 12 of infertile women. Most of them got a late married, and they 

were well educated. They needed having children in order to meet expectation of their husbands and 

families. When those women were facing with infertility experience, they got stressed and high 

pressure. Ideal of motherhood was the goal of the infertile women, and dominated them to be a perfect 

woman for their families. However, once the infertility was found, the infertile women were having 

pressure and blaming themselves. Infertile women also believed that infertility was a biological 

incident, not a social construction which was formed by others. Regarding reproductive technology, 

medical officers and infertile women had different opinions on the treatment of infertility which led to  

misunderstanding among them during the treatment period. However, the medical priority had governed 

infertile woman’s body properly.     

In 2015, Thailand issued “The Protection of Children Born from Assisted Reproductive 

Technologies Act 2015” in order to regulate the advanced reproductive technology and protect rights of 

children who were born from assisted reproductive technology. However, the law does not concern a 

single woman and the transgender. Thailand currently is still missing quantitative data on infertility. 

Therefore, medical-related agencies should conduct statistical database of infertility in national scale, 

and research more on social aspects to find proper public healthcare solutions in regard with 

reproductive health and population.      
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
