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ABSTRACT

This thematic paper looks at developing and testing the effectiveness of
the teaching method using role development to improve singing for Thai female
students. This study incorporated experimental and mixed method design to create and
prove the teaching method’s effectiveness. Researcher collected information focused
on singing and acting exercises from researcher’s experience, books, and studies to
create the teaching method. Six lesson - workshop was set up for three weeks. The
participants were Thai students studying musical theatre major. The activities in the
workshop followed a course outline consisting of pre-/posttest, group exercises,
discussions, and paper assignment. The effectiveness of the teaching method was
tested using pre-/posttest’s scores evaluated by three experts, researcher, researcher’s
observation, and participants’ journals. The participants’ posttest results proved that
the role development is an effective tool to develop student’s singing in musical
theatre contrasting repertoire. This teaching method is recommended to be applied to

musical theatre education in Thailand.
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
