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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were (1) to create basic fundamental
exercises of guitar ensemble for students (2) to compare the students’ achievement
before and after learning fundamental guitar ensemble and (3) to study the satisfaction
of students and their parents with the teaching of music by applying fundamental
guitar ensemble. This was a quasi-experimental research using one-group pretest-
posttest design in which a sample population of 120 students from Mathayomsuksa 3
in King’s College School was used. Thirteen (13) students who chose to study

fundamental guitar ensemble were the purposive sample. The research instruments
used in the study were, 5 books of fundamental guitar ensemble exercises, an
achievement evaluation through pre-test and post-test, an evaluation of student
satisfaction, and an open ended interview with the parents.The results of this research
were: (1) the 5 books of fundamental guitar ensemble exercises had an index of item —
object congruence (I0C) which passed the set criteria from 0.50-1 indicating that the
exercises in the 5 books were accurate, reliable, and usable, (2)the students’
achievement showed used t-Dependent to compare the means (X) of pre-test and post-
test, using both exercises and music sheets statistically significant at 0.05 level, this
indicated that students’ academic achievement was higher as in the hypothesis, (3) an
analysis of students’ satisfaction with learning fundamental guitar ensemble from 10
questions, the students responces were ated the highest level with a mean (X) of 5.00,
followed by 4.92 and the lowest level at 4.15 following the questions, and (4) parents’
satisfaction result showed that most of them wanted the school to continue providing
fundamental guitar ensemble classes, and most of them thought that the students
could spend their free time wisely together as a group both inside and outside school,
and the teacher had good planning and suitable timing.
