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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) study the state of Organizing Thai
Music Elective Course for The Large Size Secondary School in Bangkok, and 2) study
in the Organizing Thai Music Elective Course for The Large Size Secondary School in
Bangkok following the concept of Thai academic musicians in Thai universities. Data
were collected through observing and interviewing 3 Thai music teachers in the large
size secondary schools and 3 Thai academic musicians in Thai universities. The
research findings revealed that there were 5 topics in the Organizing Thai Music
Elective Course for The Large Size Secondary School in Bangkok. They were : 1) The
learning objectives must be concordance with the indicators of the Ministry of
Education, school curriculum, local curriculum, Thai professional music standards,
and behavior learners in 3 topics; 2) The content of the course should cover the theory
and practice of Thai instruments and attitude; 3) Teaching activities should be several
and suitable with the content and student status; 4) The teaching medias must have
electronic medias, Thai musical instruments, and local experts; and 5) The
measurement and evaluation must cover and complete with the intended purpose.
There were assessment of both learners and lecturers. In addition, the Organizing Thai
Music Elective Course should focus on the students' aptitudes and interests.
