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ABSTRACT

This descriptive study aimed to study the effects of Social Support on
Continuum Care for Methamphetamine Addicts. Data were collected from a sample of
300 patients, using a questionnaire co consisting of 3 parts; demographic, history of
treatment, drug use and social support sections. Data were analyzed using descriptive
statistic, One Way ANOVA, and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation. The results
of this study showed that most of the clients received emotional, information, and
tangible support at a moderate level (P < 0.01). The correlation between continuum of
care and social support was 0.610, the information support was more significant than
emotional and the tangible support at 0.599, P < 0.05. Based on the findings, it is
recommended that social support, especially information support is important in the
continuum of care for the addiction rehabilitation. This result could be used as a model
in drug treatment program and in support strategy and policy development of the
continuum of care in the Methamphetamine rehabilitation program of the Country.
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
