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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to examine concepts and playing techniques of
American bassist Larry Grenadier in his bass accompaniment, focusing on four songs that are
in uneven meters, which are (1) | Didn’t Know What Time It Was, (2) Anything Goes, (3) All
The Things You Are, and (4) Along Together. For the research, the researcher transcribed
three songs, and brings in transcription of the other song from previous research. The analysis
was separated into three parts: (1) playing basic harmonic rhythm, (2) playing tied notes to
generate phrasing variations, and (3) playing syncopation to generate phrasing variations. The
analysis result showed that the playing techniques demonstrated in the transcriptions support
Grenadier’s concepts mentioned in his interview, which are based on the basic harmonic
rhythm, with phrasing variations that are created with tied notes between notes in the basic
harmonic rhythm, and syncopation in the form of both downbeat and upbeat.

The analysis of the result has been applied to the researcher’s Master Recital
Concert that aims to perform in uneven meters. The researcher concluded that the playing

techniques adapted from the four selected songs are applicable to other songs.
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
