The knowledge gained 

will be integrated in the analyses of the two selected songs, where technical and 

musical issues will be thoroughly addressed and solved. The two selected songs are 

The Sound of Music and I Dreamed a Dream. They are selections from the 

researcher’s Graduate Recital given at MACM Hall, College of Music, Mahidol 

University on May 12, 2015.

 Legit vocal style refers to the sound transitions from chest to head much 

like classical singing that is smooth, legato, very floating in the sound, consistent 

vibrato, tall and round vowels and balanced tone quality. The sound should be ringing 

with a high register and bright forward sound. Belt vocal style is the style that makes 

the lyrics more speech base and clearly understood. In the old traditional belt, belting 

is more in chest register, while in the contemporary song, belting technique was 

rounder and use both head register and chest register mix together. 
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
