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ABSTRACT 
This was a descriptive correlational study aimed to examine the nurses’ 

behaviors as perceived by Burmese migrant mothers based on and the factors  related 
to their ethnicity, length of education and ability to communicate in Thai. The sample 
consisted of 60 Burmese migrant mothers whose children were attending clinic           
a pediatric ward in Thammasat University Hospital recruited through the convenience 
sampling method. Subjects were interviewed using general information and the 
Perception on Nurses’ Caring Behaviors Interview Form. Data were analyzed using 
descriptive statistics including frequencies, percentages, means, standard deviation, 
and the median. Inferential statistics used were Spearman rank correlation coefficient 
and Kruskal-Wallis methods. Results revealed that the mothers received care based on 
the formation of humanistic-altruistic system of values. The caring behaviors the 
mothers received were least about the provision for a supportive, protective and/or 
corrective mental, physical, sociocultural and spiritual environment. It was noted that 
these caring behaviors need of the nurses’ ability in communicating through 
Myanmaese language. Furthermore, there were no relationships of ethnicity, length of 
education, ability to communicate in Thai and the perception of Burmese migrant 
mothers toward the nurses’ caring behaviors. (p > .05).
   The research findings suggest of that nurses who work routinely with the 
Burmese migrant mothers should be equipped with the capability to communicate in 
Myanmaese language, as well as making the teaching media and all announcement in 
Myanmaese language. Furthermore, a clinical nursing practice guideline for Burmese 
migrant mothers should be developed.  
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
