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ABSTRACT

This cross-sectional descriptive study aimed to assess acceptability of HIV
self-testing among men who have sex with men (MSM) and factors associated with
the acceptability, in Bangkok Thailand. The participants were 18 years old and older
men who had sex with men at the study location and used to live in Bangkok for at
least one month. A total of 180 subjects were recruited. The data was collected by
using self-administered questionnaires designed to measure acceptability of HIV self-
testing, knowledge related HIV prevention and attitude toward HIV prevention and
HIV testing. The results showed that majority of participants (82.8%) accepted HIV
self-testing at high level. 91.7% had good attitude toward HIV prevention and HIV
testing, but only 40.0% of them had knowledge related HIV prevention at low level
and. Using simple linear regression, it showed that age, monthly income, knowledge
related HIV prevention and the attitude were significantly associated with the
acceptability (p<0.05). Through multiple regression analyses, the potential factors of
the acceptability of HIV self-testing were predicted by attitude toward HIV prevention
and HIV testing, and monthly incomes. In conclusion, HIV self-testing was highly
acceptable and may, therefore, be feasible to promote policy of HIV self-testing
program for MSM.
