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ABSTRACT 
The mixed-methods study entitled “The Development of Gun Control 

Measures” aimed to 1) study the situations, problems, and impediments in controlling 
the legally registered guns and, 2) compare the gun control measures abroad such as 
the US, Japan, and Germany to find out the appropriate approaches for Thailand in 
controlling the registered guns. The qualitative study was conducted through the 
indepth interview with the 17 executives on the governing side as well as those on the 
law enforcement one. The data was confirmed via the quantitative approach in with 
the questionnaire was used for data collection with 475 samples.               

It was revealed that the present gun control measures of Thailand, based 
on the Gun and Gun Bullet Act of 1947, still encounter the problems on the database 
storage, the outdated laws, the monitoring and checking, and the consideration of the 
registrars respectively. Hence, the study results could be used to set up the appropriate 
gun control measure approaches for Thailand of which the details are as follow. 

(1) the measure on the storage and analysis of the database
(2) the measure on the law enforcement and development to be more 

updated
(3) the measure on the registration and checking through the licensing 

extension  system  
(4) the measure on the determination of the approaches for the 

consideration of the registrars  
(5) the measure on the GPS technology for the gun in the three southern 

border   provinces of Thailand  
To make such measure much more efficient, the research suggests the 

establishment of the National Offices in Controlling the Gun which should be 
controlled by office of the Prime Minister. Its three internal offices should comprise 
(1) the Data center office, (2) the Research and Development office, and (3) the Law 
Monitoring office respectively.
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
