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ABSTRACT

This research was a study of Gong tone alternation in Kok Chiang Gong verb
phrases. The objectives were to study the occurrences and the rules of tone alternation in Kok
Chiang Gong through a qualitative approach using interviews and voice recordings to collect
data from Gong language consultants. The data elicitation was conducted based on 308 verbs
used in various simple sentence types and narratives. The results showed that Gong
monosyllabic verb tone alternation behaviors could be put into three categories: Category |
contained monosyllabic verbs carrying rising or rising falling tones, which, alternately could
be realized as low tone, category Il contained monosyllabic verbs carrying mid tone, whose
adjoining verb particle carrying low tone, could be realized as high falling tone, category IlI
consisted of monosyllabic verbs exhibiting three tones (low tone, mid tone, and high falling
tone) in different sentence types. The disyllabic verbs and compound verbs remained in their
base forms in every sentence structure while reduplicative verbs exhibiting different tone
patterns were classified into three groups, based on the respective non-reduplicative form’s
tonemes: mid tone, rising falling or rising tone, and high falling tone. The results of this study
led to the conclusion that the understanding of Gong verb tone alternation rules is essential for

the preservation, revitalization and development of the language.
