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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to compare the result of storytelling activity
between tale book and video compact disk on creative thinking of preschoolers. There
were 57 cases were included as a sample from 3 schools in Nakornpathom province.
The study instrument were tale book and video compact disk storytelling activity plans
and Creative Thinking Test by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Aree Phanmanee modified from
Torrance Test of Creative Thinking Figural Form A (TTCT) in order to measure 4
scales of creative thinking, namely originality, fluency, elaboration, and resistance to
premature closure. The data were analyzed using t-test dependent samples and
Analysis of Covariance (ANCOVA). The results of the study were as follows: 1) the
creative thinking scores of the preschoolers after participating in tale book storytelling
activity were higher than the pretest at .001 level of significance; 2) the creative
thinking scores of the preschoolers after participating in video compact disk viewing
storytelling activity were higher than the pretest at .001 level of significance; and
3) the creative thinking scores in tale book storytelling activity group, video compact
disk viewing storytelling activity group, and control group were significantly different
at .001 level. This study recommended that although storytelling video compact disk
could encourage creative thinking more effectively than tale book, however, using
story telling media should be under adult supervision and also focused on creating
interaction and positive atmosphere during storytelling activities. This would uphold
using media more efficiently and reduce the risk of negative impact from
inappropriate uses of media. Further, recommendations for future study should focus
on the influence and interaction during storytelling activity and using open-ended
questions to activate creative thinking.
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
