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ABSTRACT

This Thesis was qualitative research conducted according to the
ethnomusicological methodology. The purpose was to study the cultural, musical
characteristics, forms, and lyrics of the Je-hay lullaby. The scope of the research was
(1) in the district of Tak-Bai, Narathiwat, Thailand and (2) in the Tumpat district of
Kelantan, Malaysia. Lullabies are important to make babies feel safe and it builds a
closer relationship with the mother. Nowadays, the advancement of technology has
made lullaby disappear, but these ethnic groups keep it until now. Most scholars in
ethnology claimed that the Je-Hay dialect status derived from the Sukhothai Siamese
kingdom (1257-1419) which was the time of the first monarch to rule Siam. The
Je-hay cultural social belief and value have existed in TakBai and Tumpat for over
700 years. In 2013, the Thai cultural department declared that Je-hey is the intangible
cultural heritage of the nation. Results were described in 5 aspects: (1) The Lyrical
prosody and form (2) The vocal patterns (3) the characteristics of melody (4) The
cultural value of the lullaby and (5) The lyrical meaning category. It also showed an
illustrated table, the comparison among characteristic of the lullaby from the different
geographical area of Thailand. General lullaby and Je-Hay lullabies are long without
strict correspondence of sound between words. The poetic style, the number of words,
and the length of the poems are similar in the northeastern part (Isan) lullabies and
Je-Hay lullabies. The Je-hay lullaby had its specific character with the use of one word
for one note. The Melody of Je-Hay lullabies were using 2 types: (1) Groupl: 3 notes
(2) Group2: 4 notes. Meanings are stressed within moral, ethical, courting, nature and
love in the family.
