ABSTRACT
A quasi-experimental designs aimed to provide an application of The Kodaly

approach for low brass students in The Saint Gabriel’s College Marching Band.The Kodaly
approach was utilized for the lessons of note-reading skills. The study is shows a comparison
of students’ achievement before and after their participation in lessons using the proposed
lesson plan.Eight students aged 11-14 years from low brass section in the Saint Gabriel’s
College Marching Band were recruited as the sample of this study, and they participated in
the experiment for 12 weeks.The research tools consisted of as follows: 1) lesson plans
designed using of Kodaly approach for note-reading skills for low brass students in The
Saint Gabriel’s College Marching Band, and 2) Evaluation of students’ achievement before
and after using the lesson plans.The results of this study show that the average achievement
after participation in class using lesson plans with The Kodaly approach for note-reading
skills (Mean = 12.87, SD = 1.06) was higher than the average of pre-learning achievement

(Mean =10.12, SD =1.38) at 0.05 level of significance.
