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Establisment of Standard of Nursing Care for

patient with indwelling Urethral Catheter
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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to establish the standard
of nursing care for the patients with indwelling urethral catheter.
The Standard was developed by using Delphi Technique compilling
25 clinical specialists. The agreement of the specialist's
opinions were analysed by using Median and Interquartile range.

Then the established standard was sent to 90 nurses experts in the
university hospital, general hospital and Meg&ical Center hospital
throughout the country. The aeuvey study concerning the feasibility
and the factor prohibiting the implimentation of each standard
actibities,

The result of this study showed that there are 133

activities and 34 expected out come in 6 standards of nursing care

as follow :



Standard 1 The patient's psychosocial needs and spiritual
needs are met,

Standard 2 The patient is catheterized by sdeptic technique.

Standard 3 The patient is free from complication throughout
the indwelling period.

Standard 4 The patient has fluid and electrolyte belance.

Standard 5 The patient can void normally and practice post
urethral catheter indwelling regimen correctly
after the catheter was taken off.

Standard 6 The patient can practice self care correctly
concerning being discharged with catheter

indwelling.

The feasibility study of the established standard with
congists of 133 nursing activiiies for process standard and 34
items for outcome standard revealed that :-

1+ The total 0% 133 nursing activities, 100 % of nurse
experts agreed that 8 activities were practiced whereas 90 - 99 %
nurse eiperts agree with the other 79 activities and 80 < 89 %
nurse experts agree with the 26 activities and less than 80 %
of nurse experts agree with the last 20 activities.

2. The total 34 items of the outcome, 100 % of nurse
experts agreed that 7 items were attainable whereas 90 = 99 % nurse -
experts agree with the other 25 items and 80 - 89 % nurse experts

agree with the lgst 2 items.
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
