The Effect Of Planned Nursing Intervention On Changing Of Paraplegic
Patients' Self-Concept
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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the effect of
planned nursing intervention on the changing of paraplegic patients’
self-concetp. The samples were ten paraplegic male patients who
suffered from spinal cord injury and were admitted to the Neurosurgery
or Orthopedicsurgery Department of Siriraj Hospital, Lerd Sin Hospital,
Phra Mongkutklao Hospital and V4jira Hospital from May to December
1986, Each patient was asked to complete the Tennessee Self Concept
Scale Form 2 times:before and after the using of nursing intervention

by the investigator. Data obtained from the Tennessee Self Concept

Scale Form were statistically analyzed with the use of t-test.

It was found that : the samples' total self-concept,
identity, Self-satisfaction, behavior, physical self, personal self,
family and social self after using nursing intervention were
significant at .01 level better than before using nursing intervention.
The concepts of the moral-ethical self and self criticism, scores were

significant at .05 level better than before using nursing intervention.
