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ABSTRACT

This investigation is based on data gathered from the
Immigr;tion police officers g¢raduated from the Police Cadet
Academy, now working at the Immigration Head Office and the
Airport, by means of questionnaire. The purpose of this research
is to study the real situation of English use in the professional
and  social lives of the Immigration police officers in
particular; the practicality of English courses assigned to the
cadets at the Police Cadet Academy for professional and social
‘'uses; and their suggestions about English studies in general at
the Police Cadet Acadeny.

The findings indicate widespread use of English in their
occupational lives. In extent of use, speaking ranked first and
next came Ilistening and reading, with writing at the bottom of

the list. 1In general. listening ‘and speaking were considered
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their greatest problems. With regard to wants and expectations,
the police preferred the aural-oral skills (listening and/or
speaking).

Since the Immigration police officers deal mainly with
foreigners, the information obtained should be profitable in
analyzing the general situation in which the Immigration were
obliged to use English in their professional and social lives.
This study concludes with implications for.development of several
prospective English courses 1in response to the demands of each

particular situation.
