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ABSTRACT

This thesis investigates and describes the tane system of
Lampang Kham Muang spoken in 12 Amphoes and 1 King Amphoe. The main
purpose of the thesis is to study tonal variation of Lampang Kham Muang

and to analyze the nature of such variation.

Moreover, by looking at the different shapes of tones in
column C 4, Lampang Kham Muang can be classified into 2 groups. This

tonal classification corresponds to the lexical one.
