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The objective of this research is to study the process of identity/significance
and represses/exclusion, which are discursive practices of the Sadja-Sasomsap
network in the case of microorganism application in agriculture. It is also including
the study of the context of these practices at the macro level and the study of role and
relation of the groups that get involved with the microorganism application in
agriculture in the study area. The methods used are qualitative and analyzed with
content analysis.

The study found that the Sadja-Sasomsap network has used its strength, from
its combined stance as a community financial organization with the main purpose of
self-reliance based on social analysis in terms of unequal power relations, to produce
“significance” of microorganisms in agriculture. The process is to create
reason/reality/ideology to make microorganism application become reliable and an
extension of the idea in various forms. The above process will make microorganism
application in agriculture becomes knowledge/reality/power with the process of
civic movement, though it is opposed with an represses/exclusion of modern
agricultural discourse. Nevertheless, discursive practices of microorganism
application have reinfored the discourse of villagers about things such as decreasing
production cost, local wisdom, social relations, the change of agricultural worldview
and the change of power relations.

The involvement of microorganism discursive practices at present is under
the competition and exclusion of agricultural development discourse and sustainable
agriculture discourse at the macro level. From the study about the role of power of
groups on each side, using the government sector, business sector, mass media and
Non-Government Organizations in the study area. As for the business sector, there is
a tendency of growth in the natural farming product market, which is a new market.
The power of “money” and the mechanical means for building inspiration normally
lead to the domination of learning process of the agriculturists. However, the study
repeats that the people’s movement to produce its own identity can be accomplished
with the base of potential, local wisdom and local resources. Consequently, it is the
responsibility of every sector to support the learning process for villagers
continuously with the realization that any practice will not lead to the
decrease/exclusion of the area used in building “diversity” and the creative process
of “power relation” in the movement of the people sector.
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
