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ABSTRACT

This thesis presents the results of a phono-
logical study of the Tha-it Malay which is a sub-dialect
of the Pattani Malay, a Malayo-Polynesian language, as
spoken in Tha-it sub-district, Pakkret. district,
Nonthaburi province.

From the study, the phonological description
consists of the Intonation Groups, the Stress Groups,
the Syllables and the Phonemes.

The description can be summarized as follows:
the Intonation is divided into 2 types : the falling
contour and the rising-~-falling contour. The word
structures consist of monosyllabic words, disyllabic
words and trisyllabic words. There are three types of
stress in the Tha-it Malay, i.e., primary stress,
secondary stress (weak stresst, and unstressed, and
three types of syllables: nmajor syllables, minor
syllables and presyllable. There are also 2 classes of

phonemes : 19 consonants, 8 single vowels and 3 glided

vowels.
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The final chapter summarizes the similarities
and differences between the Tha-it and the Pattani
Malay. An appendix consists of the Thai loanwords and
Swadesh’s list of 100 words common to Standard Malay,
Pattani Malay and Tha-it Malay. A glossary of 1,600

words in Tha-it are also given.
