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ABSTRACT

The aim of this thesis is to study the structure
of Thai procedural discourse. The study is based
primarily on the model expounded in Longacre (1983).
It uses seventeen procedural texts from printed
materials as the data. The primary analysis is on the
notional structure and the éurface structure. The study
also focuses on cohesive devices which 1link all
elements of the text together.

The notiounal structure consists of optional
Exposition, obligatory Body, and optional Conclusion.
The surface structure consists of Title, Introduction
(corresponding to Exposition), Nucleus (Corresponding to
Body), Step Terminus, and Closure (corresponding to
Conclusion). Title and Step Terminus are of surface
only. The cohesive devices are divided into two groups:

cohesion of steps, and cohesion of non-steps.
