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The results of the stydy showed that the socio-sconomic
i factors suc_h;aé paternal education, gfa‘bez'pal occupation; seperation
in parent status, family income, family &bt and rent gt‘or Iiving
condition were stat:.sta.cal sigm_fioant associated w:l.th chronic otitis
media and matamal education, paternal occupation, fam:lly size were
not sta‘bié‘tical significant associawd with the disease. The
pattern of health éate behavior factor (i.n general :Illness such as
common oold, ea.rch) found that there were 57 % for self medicat:ion and
8% for no treament. The btrength of associa{'.ion wei'e 2.9 ard 4i9
time respectively, oompared with treatment in bhalth cen‘ber. The
history of chronic upper resp:.ratory tract infection were associated
