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STUDY OF THE QUALITY OF NURSING CARE FOR THE NEONATE

WITH GASTROINTESTINAL TRACT SURGERY IN STIRIRAJ HOSPITAL
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Abstract

The porpose of this study was to audit the quality of
nursing care for the néonate with gast?ointestinal.tfact surgery in
Siriraj Hospital.’Twénty neonates with gastrointestinal tract surgery
in the Intensive Care Unit (I.C.U.) of thé Department of Surgery,
Siriraj Hospital, Mahidol University, were seiected by the method of
purpbsive sampling, Tﬁe reseaféher developed thé pfocess and outcome
criteria, tested validity by fifteen specialists for auditing the
quality of nursing care. The criteria aimed to auait the quality of
nursing care in promoting for recovery, comfort as Qeil as pain relief,

and supporting emotional need of the neonate.



Data were analyzed by using the persentage and Kendall's
Tau correlation. The results were as follows:
1. The quality of nursing care for the neonate with
gastrointestinal tract surgery showed that...cceecceeeccrscccanses
1.1 In the part of the process audit, twenty neonates
received a quality of care in the average between 86.84 7% - 98.11 %,
standard diviation = 9.52 and total means = 93.11 %. The result
revealed that the Neonate received a quality of care, for prevented
the postoperative complications and promoted the comfort of body
and mind, could be classified as "good." Classifying the quality
of care by the persentage the Neonates received it was 95 % as
good. and 5 % moderate.
1.2 In the part of outcome audit, twenty neonates
received a quality of care in the average between 54.44 7 - 100 7,
standard diviation = 18.87 and total means = 87.76 Z. The result
revealed that the Neonates' outcome which free from the post operative
complications, had optimal rest, comfort and emotionally stable, could
be classified as " moderate ". Classifying the quality of care by the
persentage, the Neonates received it was 55 % as good, 25 7 moderate
and 20 7 poor.
2. There was no statistically significant in correlation

between the nursing care activitis and patients' outcome (P }.05 )
