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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the relation-

ship between self-concept, selected factors and self-care in

epileptic patients. The samples were 100 grand-mal type epileptic

out patients, 50 of whom were male and 50 female, who recieved

treatment at neurological clinics of Siriraj, Ramathibodi and

Neurological Institute hospitals.

Tools for the study were interviews and questionnaires.

The interviews questionnaires were for biographical data and for the

evaluation of self-care performance. The questionnaires concerned

Tennessee self-concept scalee Data were analysed by the determination of




arithmetic means, standard deviations, Pearson's product moment -
correlation coefficient, multiple correlation coefficient, and the

stepwise multiple regression analysise

Results

1 Except for self-criticism; there was a positive rela-
tionship between the total self-concept score (identity, self=-
satisfaction, behavior, physic%l self, moral-ethical-self, personal
self, family self and social self) and self-care performance in
epiteptic patients and was significant at the «01 levels.

2. There was a negative relationship between the frequency
of convulsion and self=care performance in‘epileptic patients and was
significant at .01 level.

3, There was no relationship between the difference in .
the duration of convulsion and self care performance in epileptic
pétients.

Lo There.was a positive Relationship between the economic
status and self-care performance‘in epileptic patients and was
significant at .01 level.

5« The multiple correlation coefficient between self=care
performance and four predictors j ie. self-concept (X1), frequency
of convulsion (Xz), differences in the duration of convulsion (X3)

and economic status (Xh) had been analysede The result of the




multiple correlation coéfficient between those four predictors and
self-care performance in epileplic patients was significant at «01
levele The better predictors were economic status and self concept
which accounted for 78.64 percent of variance in self-care abilitye

6s The mecan score of self-care performance in epileptic
patients was at tho low level.
7. The mean score of self-concept in epileptic patients

was at the low levels
