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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to identify the relationship
between locus of control and coping behaviors in the cancer patients
on rad:i.o'therapy. The sample was the cancer patients, who stayed at
The Thai Cancer Society House. Thess sample composed of 60 cancer
patients on the first radiotherapy and 60 cancer patients on the
second radiotherapy. The researcher interviewed demographic data of
the subject. Bach subject then was asked to complete the locus of
control scales and coping behaviors scales.

Data were analyzed by using means, standard deviation,

t - test, and point biserial correlation coefficient (pris



The result revealed as follow :-

1. There were statistically significant differences of coping
behaviors among different groups of internal locus of control and external

locus of control at the .01 and .05 level.

2. There were no statistically significant differences of coping
behaviors among different groups of the first radiotherapy and the second
radiotherapy of the cancer patients. However there was statistically
significant differences of the second coping behaviors among different
groups of the first radiotherapy and the second radiotherapy of the canéer

patient who were internmal locus of control at the .05 level.

3. There was negative relationship between locus of control and

coping behaviors in the cancer patients on radiotherapy at the .01 level.

4. There was relationship between sex, educational level and

locus of control in the cancer patients on radiotherapy at the .05 level.
