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Abstract

The purpose of this project was to study the incidence
of complications related to care activities in adult patients with
disturbance of consciousness and self-help deficit., Thirty-three
subjects were selected by purposive sampling technique from the
patients admitted in femalc and male general medical wards,

Ramethibodi Hospital, from January 1981 to April 1981,

The results indicated that the percentage of pétients
who recieved adequate care activities in the prevention of pressure
sore, urinary tract infection and pneumonia were 75,76, 57,58 end
75.76 % respectively, It was found that the overall incidence of

pressure sore was 33.33 %, which was the highest, while the



incidence of urinary tract infection and pneumonia were 24,24 and
21,21 % respectively, The incidgnce of pressure sore, urinary
tract infection end pneumonise in patients who recieved adequate

care were 32, 15,79 and 12 % respéctively, while the incidence of
pressure sore, urinary tract infection and pneumonia in patients
who recieved inadequate care were 37.5, 35.71 and 50 % respectively,
There were no statistically significant difference in the incidence
of pressurc sore and urinary tract infection between the patients
who recleved edequate and inadequate care, but the ineidence of

pneumonia was statistically significant difference ot 0.05 level,

The average durction of the onset of pressure sore,
urinary tract infection, and pneumonia were 9,27, 4.38 and 4.71
days 1respectively, The time of occurence in each complication was
no statistically significant difference between the patients who -

recieved adequate and inadequate care,
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
