2; .The .correlation between 'céping strategies and
confidence in dependent ca?é - was low. Problem-focuéed coping
and overall‘coping behavior had positive correlation signifi-
cance with coﬂfidence in dependent caﬁe (r#0.40,~r=0:32;
p <€0.001) 'resgebtively .but the affec?ed—focused cdping and
confidénce-in_dependent care.found no significant correlatién
(r=0.12,p}0.05)
