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HOUSING SATISFACTION: A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF RESIDENTS LIVING
IN ROW-HOUSE AND DUPLEX UNITS OF GOVERNMENT'S HOUSING

AND PRIVATE HOUSING PROJECT
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RBSTRACTS

The objectives of this study are to identify factors
influencing the level of satisfaction of housing residents. The
attitudes of these residents towards the row-housing units and tﬁe
duplex-housing units are also studied. The results obtained will be
used as the guide 4line for the design of the government housing

program.

 PRACHANIVAJ HOUSING PROJECT 3 AND SANANIVAJ HOUSING PROJECT 2
are proposively selected as‘vﬁhg study site. The Criteria for
selection are:- 1) Inclusion of two-floors rbw—hbuSe aﬁd one'.floor
duplex house in the same program, 2) comparable unit costs 3)
comparable building age and duration of stay and 4) nearly locations.
The criteria are so selebted in order to avoid lias of the study from

comfounding factors.




The method of study is depth-interview employing

structured-questionaire as the instruments..

i The results of the study show that residents of the government
housingfproject are more satisfied with the environment public utility
and the project utility than the living compartment. The score of the

level oi resident satisfaction are 3.635 and 3.246 respectively.

‘However, residents of the private housing project are more
satisfigd with the living compartment than their environment and
community (average score of satisfaction are 2.797 and 2.885

respectively).

‘The study of the attitudes of the residents toward two floors
row—housé and one-floor duplex-house gives inconclusive result.
Residents of the two Project housing are found to be more satisfied
with twp-floors rov-house average score of satisfaction are 3.104 and
2.490 ,than one-floor duplex-house than two-floors row-house.
Differences in interior design of living compartment, availability of
living $pace, and proper parttime of the living compartment are

factors responsible for the differences in attitudes.

In summary, physical appearance of the housings has influences

on the level of satisfaction of their residents.
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
